Minutes of the Meeting: Sunday,13 June 2004

John Varone, President called the meeting to order at 1810 hours. Shiloh read the
Statement of Purpose.

Special Guest: Ms. Rebecca Thoman, Director of Citizens for a Safer Minnesota
addressed the group regarding the the Federal Weapons Assault Weapons Ban.
Passed in 1994 it will expire, Sunset in September. We must call our legislators
across the State urging them to continue the ban. Assault weapons are defined by a
pistol grip, a large magazine and a forward grip. There are currently 19 models
banned, all spray bullets rapidly from the hip or shoulder. Vulcan Armaments in Inver
Grove Hgts, is the largest manufacturer of assault weapons in the US. Candidate
Bush said he would continue the ban but House Majority Leader, Tom Delay of Texas
opposes the ban. Call every legislator in Minnesota urging them to support the ban.
Citizens for a Safer Minnesota led the opposition to Concealed Weapons and
continues efforts to reverse that legislation. For further information go to:
